. This Policy is entitled the “Donations Policy”.

Purpose:
. This policy has been developed to assist Town Council in administering its annual donations
budget as well as providing guidance on the allocation of funds to applicants. The maximum

funds available for donations will be determined by Council during the preparation of the
‘annual budget.

Objectives:

. To provide Council with a consistent response to requests for donations.

. To provide clear procedures for staff when responding to requests for donations.

. To ensure donations are administered in accordance with the Municipal Government Act.
Definitions:

. Donation: Any direct monetary contribution or provision of Council services, facilities or
equipment that is not eligible for assistance under any other Town program.

Interpretation:

. Requests for consideration of a donation must be filed using appendix “A” of this policy.
. To be considered all requests must be received no later than March 15™ of each year.

. Council at its discretion may or may not grant a request for a donation fora single event or a
number of events relating to the same cause.

Criteria:

10. To be considered eligible for a donation an individual, group or organization must:

o be based in or affiliated with the Town of Springhill;

« not be the recipient of any other financial or other type of assistance from the
Town;

o agree to acknowledge Council's contribution in all publicity relating to the events
or activity to which the donation applies;



« Council may at its discretion consider requests for amounts greater than the
prescribed maximum and/or the distribution of funds outside the Town for events
relating to appeals of regional, provincial or national significance

11. Pursuant to section 65 of the Municipal Government Act, donations can only be provided to:

e a society within the meaning of the Children and Family Services Act;

e amental health clinic in receipt of financial assistance from the Province;

e an exhibition held by an educational institution in the municipality;

e aclub, association or exhibition within the meaning of the Agriculture and
Marketing Act,

e any charitable, nursing, medical, athletic, educational, environmental, cultural,
community, fraternal, recreational, religious, sporting or social organization
within the province.

e aday care licensed under the Day Care Act;

e aregistered Canadian charitable organization.

Other:
12. Pursuant to section 65 of the Municipal Government Act the Town shall annually publish a
list of the organizations and grants or contributions in a newspaper circulating in the
municipality.

13. An annual amount will be budgeted for the purpose of donations each year as needed.

14. The amount budgeted for donations shall be evaluated on an annual basis prior to the
preparation of the annual budget.

15. All former policies with respect to Donations are hereby repealed and this policy substituted
therefore.

In
total, this will amount to approximately $626,610 over the next 4 years. Mayor Dill pointed out that this
could amount to approximately $.17 on the Town Tax rate — an amount the citizens of this Town cannot
afford. Mayor Dill advised that he will be writing the Premier and to express his disappointment that
the Government reneged on this Memorandum of Understanding.

Purpose of meeting
To discuss replacement of Town's aerial ladder fire truck

Fire Department had the current Aerial ladder fire truck assessed by a repair shop in
Moncton . The review identified 25 issues which could cost $100000 to repair.

Council felt that considering the age of the truck and the numerous issues, that the
truck was not worth repairing.

The Fire Department located a used Aerial Ladder Fire Truck - 2003 American LaFrance
in Texas. The cost is $475000 US plus $15000US for freight.

A new SL75 Aerial Ladder Fire Truck was located in Alberta.
The cost is $709000Cdn plus HST.
The Fire Department would need a foam system added at a cost of $13500 plus HST.

The new truck comes with a comprehensive warranty for 1 year, 20 year warranty on
the 75' ladder and 10 year warranty on the body.

After some discussion, Council felt that the new truck was the best option.

Motion was made by Councitlor D Dobson to purchase the new SL75 Aerial Ladder Fire
Truck at a cost of $722500 plus HST.
